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A special occasion brought teachers, students and parents to the McKownville District 
School #11 on the corner of the Western Turnpike and Schoolhouse Road.  The photo 
was taken shortly after a wing was added to the original one room schoolhouse built in 
1877 on land donated by the John McKown family.  The school was retired in 1953 with 
the consolidation of the Guilderland School District.  It became the John G. Myers 
Clothing store for children. 
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
