
COMMUNITY SERVICES UNIT 
 
 The Guilderland Police Department Community Services Unit is 
comprised of members of the patrol division with specialties in Youth 
Services, Crime Prevention and Police Explorer Post.  It is supervised by a 
Senior Patrol Officer.   

 
 The Youth Services officers are specially 
trained in juvenile law and are School Resource 
Officers.  The SRO's are assigned full time to the 
Guilderland Central High School and Farnsworth 
Middle School.  In addition, they are available to 
any of the el ementary schools or private and 

parochial schools within our town.  The Youth Services officers coordinate 
with other members of the community services unit and provide many 
youth related programs to our community.  Some of these examples are; 
Stranger - Danger, bicycle rodeo's, puppet shows on all topics of safety, 
and baby sitting courses.  Because juvenile law and juvenile offenders 
require special handling, these officers are available to the other members 
of the department when necessary.  
 
 The Crime Prevention Officers coordinated with other 
members of the Community Services Unit provide crime 
prevention training and programs ranging from personal 
safety, security survey's, Neighborhood Watch, Mall Watch, 
National Night Out and Rape Aggression Defense  (RAD) 
training to name a few.   
 

 The Guilderland Police Department has an active Explorer 
Post under the direction of advisors.  Law Enforcement Exploring is 
a worksite -based program for young men and women who have 
completed the eighth grade and are 14  years of age, or are 15 years 

of age but have not yet reached their 21st birthday.  
 

Law Enforcement Explorer posts help youth to gain insight into a 
variety of programs that offer hands -on career activities. For young men 
and women who are interested in careers in the field of law enforcement, 
Exploring offers experiential learning with lots of fun -filled, hands -on 
activities that promote the growth and development of adolescent 
youth.
